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For proper preparation the Agency seeks to collect feedback on the effectiveness of the Airworthiness Review requirements. You are therefore kindly invited to submit comments in relation to Airworthiness Review implementation and, when possible, not only describing the problem but also the proposed solutions. Some issues where we are particularly interested in receiving feedback are the following: 

1. Adequacy of the following concepts and detail of requirements/guidance provided:

a. Controlled environment (M.A.901 (b))

b. Recommendations (as an intermediate step before the authority issues the ARC) (M.A.901 (d)(ii))

c. Performance of a “supervised” airworthiness review before granting an authorisation for the airworthiness review staff (M.A.707 (b))

d.  “Independence” from the airworthiness review process and from the maintenance release of the aircraft (AMC M.A.707 (a))

e. “Inconclusive” airworthiness review (M.A.710 (h))

f. “Sampling of documents” during the airworthiness review (AMC M.A.710 (a))

g. Content of the documented review (M.A.710)
