Explanatory Note

Comment Response Document (CRD) to Notice of Proposed Amendment (NPA) 5/2004
for amending Commission Regulation (EC) No 2042/2003 on the continuing airworthiness of aircraft and aeronautical products, parts and appliances and on the approval of organisations and personnel involved in these tasks, so as to insert points (f) and (g) in Paragraph M.A.302.
I. General
1. The purpose of this Notice of Proposed Amendment (NPA) was to suggest the Commission, through an Opinion of the Agency, to insert points (f) and (g) in  paragraph M.A.302 of Annex I (Part-M) to the Commission Regulation (EC) No 2042/2003
 so as to demand that maintenance programmes be subject to periodic reviews and be amended when necessary. 

II. Consultation

2. The draft Opinion for a Commission Regulation amending Commission Regulation (EC) No 2042/2003 and related AMC material (Decision No 2003/19/RM) was published on the Agency website (www.easa.eu.int) on 18 October 2004.
3. By the closing date of 26 November 2004, the Agency had received 13 comments from 5 national authorities or private companies. 
III. Publication of the CRD
4. All comments received have been acknowledged and incorporated into a Comment Response Document (CRD). This CRD contains a list of all persons and/or organisations that have provided comments and the answers of the Agency. The CRD is widely available through the Agency website. 
5. The Agency’s Opinion will be issued at least two months after the publication of the CRD as to allow for any possible reaction from consultees regarding procedural aspects and possible misunderstandings of the comments received.
