DECISION NO 2004/02/CFOF THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OF THE AGENCY
of 10 December 2004

on the acceptance of certification findings made byransport Canada, Civil
Aviation Department (TCCA) for products designed inCanada

THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OF THE EUROPEAN AVIATION SAETY AGENCY,

Having regard to Regulation (EC) No 1592/2002 ofiily 2002 on common rules in the
field of civil aviation and establishing a Europeaviation Safety Agency, thereafter the
“Basic Regulation”, in particular Articles 4, 13%(0)(a) and (e) and 18(2) thereof,

Having regard to the Commission Regulation (EC)IN62/2003, of 24 September 2003,
laying down implementing rules for the airworthisesnd environmental certification of
aircraft and related products, parts and applignaeswell as for the certification of
design and production organisatibnis particular its articles 3.2 and 4.2, and 208.1
and 21A.437,

Whereas:

(1) The Basic Regulation requires the Agency taadype-certificates, supplemental
type-certificates and to approve changes theretoproducts subject to that
Regulation.

(2) The Commission Regulation specifies the coodgifor the Agency to issue
approvals for changes and repair designs for ptsdoc which a type-certificate
has been issued or defined in accordance withlar&¢hereof.

(3) The Basic Regulation recognises under Arti@e he possibility for the Agency
to conclude working arrangements with aeronautic#éthorities of third countries.

4) The Basic Regulation entitles the Agency to dwat technical inspections
associated with products, parts and appliancesficatibn through national
aviation authorities or qualified entities; the Mgement Board of the Agency
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has adopted the decision MB/13/03 defining the tawrg for the allocation of
such certification tasks to national aviation auities.

(5) The Agency has signed with TCCA an administetarrangement on product
certification on 2 February 2004, covering in parar the acceptance of
technical findings made in accordance with TCCAesubnd procedures; this
arrangement constitutes the working arrangementined) by the Management
Board of the Agency for the allocation of certifica tasks to a national aviation
authority.

(6) TCCA fulfils the conditions for accreditatiom ithe field of design approval
specified by the Management Board of the Agency tloe allocation of
certification tasks to a national aviation authgrias attested by the JAR-21
Subpart N arrangement concluded between TCCA andAA Member States.

(7) The Commission Regulation prescribes the cardit under which Member
States issue individual airworthiness certificates,particular how proof of
compliance of individual product with the type-dfgcate issued or defined in
accordance with Article 2 of the Commission Retjolashall be attested.

(8) TCCA has introduced in its legislation rulesiglent to Part 21 for the approval
of production organisations providing for the adesge of their certification
findings, as attested by the JAR-21 Subpart N gearent concluded between
TCCA and the JAA Member States.

9) The Decision No 2/2003 of the Executive Direatb the Agency of 14 October
2003 on the implementation of airworthiness direxgi for products, parts and
appliances designed in third countries and repgdliacision No 1/2003 of the
Executive Director of the Agency of 26 Septembed26n the implementation of
airworthiness directives for aircraft designed ird countries prescribes how
airworthiness directives from third countries Statedesign are adopted by the
Agency.

HAS DECIDED:
Article1
Approval of the type-certificate holder’'s changes ad repairs

An approval is hereby issued by the Agency to agawisation under the regulatory
oversight of TCCA for:

- a major level 2 or minor change to a type design
- a repair design,
when:
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(a) such change or repair is of a product whose-tgstificate:
0] has been issued by the Agency; or
(i) is deemed to have been issued in accordante avticle 2.3(a) of the
Commission Regulation; or
(i)  has been determined by the Agency in accocdawith article 2.3(c) of
the Commission Regulation; and
(b) this organisation is the holder of the typetiieate of the product; and
(c) such change or repair has been approved by T@CAccordance with the
procedures of the administrative arrangement betWé&€xCA and the Agency.

Article 2
Approval of minor changes and repairs designed bytber legal or natural persons

An approval is hereby issued by the Agency to allegy natural person under the
regulatory oversight of TCCA for or a minor charayea minor repair design of a product
for which Canada is State of design whose typeficaite:

(@) has been issued by the Agency; or

(b) is deemed to have been issued in accordanite asticle 2.3(a) of the
Commission Regulation; or

(c) has been determined by the Agency in accorlavith article 2.3(c) of
the Commission Regulation,

when such change or repair design has been appbyv@@CA in accordance with the
procedures of the administrative arrangement ioefddetween TCCA and the Agency.

Article3

Approval of type-certificate holder’s alternative means of compliance (AMOC) with
an airworthiness directive

An approval is hereby issued by the Agency to ayawisation under the regulatory
oversight of TCCA for an AMOC with an airworthinegisective when:

(a) it is applicable to a product whose type-tiegte:
0] has been issued by the Agency; or
(i) is deemed to have been issued in accordatbearticle 2.3(a) of
the Commission Regulation; or
(i)  has been determined by the Agency in accocdawith article
2.3(c) of the Commission Regulation; and

(b) the related airworthiness directive has beeoptatl by the Agency in
accordance to Decision No 2/2003; and

(c) this organisation is the holder of the typetitieate of the product; and

(d) such AMOC has been approved by TCCA.

Article4

Production
Statements of conformity and authorised release ctficates

It is hereby determined that the system of TCCAuides the same independent level of
checking of compliance as provided by the CommisdRegulation in the field of
production.
Article5
Final provisions
This Decision will remain into force as long as tAdministrative arrangement on
product certification on which it is based remaitoiforce, unless the Executive Director

determines that the conditions for the reciprocalegtance of certification findings by
TCCA are not met anymore.
