Question:
What frequencies does ADS-L use?

Answer:
Similarly to many systems already in use, ADS-L can be used on the M-band and O-band of
the SRD860 spectrum. The ADS-L standard specifies the use of two frequencies in the M-band
(868.2 MHz, 868.4 MHz) and one frequency in the O-band (869.525 MHz). In the future, ADS-L
may be used over other links (e.g. mobile networks).
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
