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GRF — Applicability dates

— New ICAO applicability date: 4t Nov 2021

— ICAO postponed initial applicability date of 51" November 2020 due to
COVID-19

— Coincides with November AIRAC (Aeronautical Regulation Information and
Control) date, traditionally used by ICAO to implement SARPS.

— EU applicability date: 12 August 2021 (!)

— ICAO date considered challenging for Northern hemisphere, especially for
Nordic countries.

— Note: Canada will also apply GRF as of 12 August 2021
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
