What is the European Centre for Cybersecurity in Aviation (ECCSA)? What’s for?

Answer:
ECCSA is an initiative supported by EASA aimed at increasing collaboration and information
sharing amongst aviation stakeholders, a key enabler for implementing a resilient aviation
cyberspace.

ECCSA provides to its members secure means to exchange domain relevant cybersecurity
information, such as vulnerabilities as well as cybersecurity events and incidents that might be
worth sharing with the aviation community.

The ECCSA’s operational team of analysts provides additional inputs to the information shared
by the participants, with the aim to facilitate the creation and the management of an aviation
cybersecurity threats knowledge and risk picture.
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
