Will I be able to get new medical face masks at the airport?

Answer:
Passengers should bring a sufficient supply of medical face masks for the entire
duration of their journey. Airports have been encouraged to offer the purchase of
masks at their premises (e.g. vending machines) in case passengers have been
unable to acquire sufficient medical face masks beforehand. We recommend to
contact the departure airport and clarify this issue before your journey.
