The Appendix Il of Part-66 states that a type training course shall be
started and finished within 3 years before the application for a type
rating, is this still valid if | started the course before 1 August 2012?

Answer:
Type training courses started and finished before 01 Aug 2012 can be used for
rating endorsement application until 31 July 2015.

Any theoretical type training course finished after 01 Aug 2012 can be used for
rating endorsement application until 3 years after they were started (even in the
case where they were started before 01 Aug 2012).

Any practical type training course finished after 01 Aug 2012 can be used for rating
endorsement application until 3 years after they were started (even in the case
where they were started before 01 Aug 2012).
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
